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Maths

This term we will be having a focus on calculations using both Multiplication and Division. Building on the
skills of key stage 1, we look at multiplication tables 2x, 3x, 4x 5x and 10x understanding the
corresponding multiplication and division facts of these times tables. We will then be learning about
length and perimeter

Science - Light, Shadows and reflection

In this unit the children will:

> Understand that we need light to be able to see objects in our everyday world and that darkness
is the absence of a light source.

> Understand and know that some objects reflect light better than others and that the surface of an
object can change how light is reflected.

> Use scientific enquiry to explain and write their thinking and record this is different ways to
present their own results and conclusions.

> Understand that a mirror reflects lights and know that not all mirrors are the same.

Geography - Our World
In this unit the children will:

> Improve their locational knowledge through identifying the position and significance of latitude,
longitude, the Equator, Northern Hemisphere, Southern Hemisphere, the Tropics of Cancer and
Capricorn, Arctic and Antarctic Circle, the Prime/Greenwich Meridian and time zones (including
day and night)

> Practise geographical skills through using maps, atlases, globes and digital/computer mapping to
locate features studied

> Use the eight points of the compass to build their knowledge of the wider world
